On the third Wednesday of each month, the crew meets at the Stockton Trap & Skeet Club, at 10:00am, to shoot, have lunch and visit. Mixing up the visiting and shooting is the fun part! No kidding – these guys act like a bunch of kids, sometimes. Poking fun and making sarcastic remarks to each other and just clowning around…..and at the same time they are tuning up their Shotgunning skills. Camaraderie is easy when friends come together. They are done with everything and are on their way home…usually…by 3:00pm. Shooting is going on all day so the group can stay as long as they want to….or leave whenever. The range is open on Saturdays, Sundays and Wednesdays. This crew shoots on Wednesday because of the crowd on the week ends. The club hosts State and National events. 
The Waterloo range (It is referred to as Waterloo because it is located on the Waterloo highway, Highway 88, from Stockton) is actually the Stockton Trap and Skeet Club. It also has some indoor Bocce Ball courts but the Shotgun fields make up most of the property…..about 15 Trap fields, 9 Skeet fields, and one 5-Stand Sporting Clays facility, rest rooms, areas to park, and lots of grass, trees and areas to BBQ and picnic….beer is allowed., but they don’t sell it. In fact, they don’t sell anything but Shotgun shells. 4343 N. Ashley Lane in Stockton.
There is room for many more! Get a California map, find highway 99 at Stockton. Turn right from 99 onto 88 towards Waterloo and Jackson. About two/ three miles, from 99 on 88, turn left onto Ashley Lane. The Shotgun ranges are on the immediate left….big sign is there. If you are coming from 88, pass through Waterloo and look for a wrought iron fence that is almost exactly 1/8 of a mile long – on the right. Ashley Lane is the next right turn. The crew meets in the back, usually at field 6. Yall come!...on the third Wednesday. Bring your Shotgun and lots of shells. It would be a good idea to let one of the crew know that you are coming so there will be enough food……..or bring your own.
