Guest Speaker: Steve Eberhart was introduced and gave tips about field care for birds that are to be mounted. Do not use panty hose but use plastic bags with paper towels. Two bags are better then freeze. To kill a wounded bird with out doing damage, place the bird on a hard surface, breast down, then put a knee on its back and apply the weight of your body. Hold for a minute and the back will break and the bird will expire. Although a good wrapped bird my last 4-5 years, it is better to get mounted within 2 years. It takes Steve 3-4Hrs to mount one bird. He charges $155 per bird. He said a good mount should last a long time if you keep away from sun, smoke, kids and pets. He switched topics to improving the average duck hunter. He gave tips for decoy placements and blind strategy. Just like fishing, if the decoy setup is not working, try changing the look. He brought some high quality goose calls that a friend made and demonstrated them. Steve said he would come back again in September for more tips and strategy.
Member Ken Irwin talked about the Duck Blinds his company; K-H-I Duck Clubs has available for next season. He is very proud of his newest club in the Butte Sink area. 740 Acres with lots of open water and transportation to them is by boat. Prices start at $2200 a single and $10,000 for a multiple blind which he says is less than half the cost of comparable blinds in the area. He also has other clubs in the Sacramento area.
